Mayor Klco called the North Perry Village Council Work Session to order at 7:00 pm.

Steve Sabol reported they completed the first round of sidewalk edging.
Police Chief

Chief Radovanic reported on the status of the individuals connected with the break-ins. Chief Radovanic reported they met with the power plant about the range noise. New class of security officers just finished training and range training will go back to couple days a week. They will send the range schedule so we can post in newsletter and on website. It was a good meeting; they want to work with us but there is only so much they can do.
Parks Director
Jo Bailey reported swim lessons have started, have had to cancel some due to rain or thunder. Community Picnic plans are coming along. 
Jo Bailey reported the last two weekends have been nice and the boat parking has come close to capacity.

Finance Director

Lynn Kary reported sewer rates are going up effective July 31st, $3.57 a home which is a $5,000 increase in costs for 2016.
Lynn Kary presented R04-51, the replacement of old signage and/or landscaping for added clarification. Council discussed, no clarification reached.
Discussion on legislation tabled revoking ordinance 05-15.
Zoning Inspector
Dwayne Bailey reported the scheduled dredge is not done due to the high lake level and no beach access. We are in contact with Army Corp.

Bill Baker reported on the price quotes received for the 2015 Road Program.
Legislation will be done for August council meeting.

Bill Baker reported on the work on the Walker property.
Council
Ken Siegel asked for an update on the proposed road from Call to Antioch.
Dwayne Bailey reported our request to purchase land is in the real estate department at CEI. It is moving slowly but favorably in our direction.
Mike Cutler stated he is very disappointed with the direction the park pass changes have taken. We initiated these changes to allow resident’s child into the park and not to allow guests of people who aren’t even residents of the community is a little absurd. I would not have voted for these passes if this had been the case.
Maureen Callahan stated she agreed, to sway from the intent of the passes was not a good move.

Ken Siegel stated the committee voted. That result should have been final say.
Maureen Callahan stated she attended the Perry Township Bi-Centennial. It was a very nice event. Fall Festival planning is moving along nicely.

Mayor Klco presented information from Perry Village for their Strategic Plan Development process, if anyone has any comments please respond back to them by July 22nd.
Mayor Klco stated the salary change for part-time officers needs clarified. He remembers the change as raising the start salary from $14 hour to $16 with 50 cent raises every six months until they reach $18. Then they would receive the yearly increase all other staff receives. The legislation passed did not include the six month 50 cent increase.
Legislation will be presented at August council meeting.

Mayor Klco asked council to review the Farmland Preservation information, guidelines need to be set. Will discuss at next work session.
Council discussed the sale of Village owned properties, will review and discuss further at next work session.
Mayor Klco stated that with all the rain, we have received complaints of water and drainage issues. 
Mike Cutler stated that every community has main tributaries and sewers that take the water out of their community and those are the ones I think we should be involved with to a degree. A lot of these other smaller projects, not so certain that it’s in our best interest to be doing.
Mike Cutler stated that the subject of lot size has come up a couple times in recent discussion. Do we need to look at this and if so, how do we go forward.
Dwayne Bailey stated it’s an amendment to the zoning code.

Mayor Klco stated the legislation presented to the Planning Commission for recommendation was tabled and asked council to discuss and clarify intent of legislation.
Council discussed the ordinance amending Section 1106.02 (P-2, Park Land) to allow rental of residential property. Council would like solicitor to clarify as an annual residential rental.
Council discussed the ordinance amending Section 1106.03 adding (d) Rentals to the R-1, Residential Single Family. Council tabled discussion, will research and discuss again at next work session.
Audience Comments:

Russ Thompson commented on lot size and home square foot minimums.
Russ Thompson stated he agrees with maintaining the natural creek in the village, does not agree with putting drainage in on personal property.

Motion by Reichard, second by L. Klco to adjourn. Council voted 5-0 in favor.
