Dwayne Bailey stated the settlement agreement entered into by the Village, JJR and the Plaintiffs over the harbor dispute is slowly being unwound. There are various parts that each party agreed to do by certain times and there ar things that were agreed upon that weren’t performed. The item that the mediator feels wasn’t performed was the evaluation of the bin wall extension which was agreed to as a part of the settlement agreement. The mediator has since ordered us to carry out that at the cost of our litigants. This contract is what it will cost to build and do all the engineering evaluations for an extension of the bin wall and the effects upon it and other items that were agreed to be done by our litigants in the lawsuit. The funding for this, although there might be some delay, will be from the proceeds of the settlement. It’s still a fluid situation. It’s very difficult for your council members to answer questions because some of it are ongoing negotiations in a lawsuit.

Old Business:

Farm Land Preservation guidelines – Council discussed the guidelines prepared by Lake County Soil and Water. Motion for next council meeting to adopt guidelines as presented.
Sect 1101.02(125), Section 1106.03, Section 1106.02 (P-2, Park Land) – Council discussed Sect 1101.02(125) and Sect 1106.03 and stated code should not be changed. 
Council discussed the use of the park house. Three options for use, (1) office for police and Park Manager, (2) rental unit and (3) move the house and sell. Council wants determination from Solicitor of liability issues if rented. Council wants research done on cost of Property Management Company handling rental. Council also wants research on moving the house and selling.
