Timothy Stone from Whispering Pines Development HOA off Townline Rd. presented a letter to Council and Mayor to consider extending park privileges to them.

Mike Zinn stated his disapproval of revoking ordinance 05-15.

John Lackner commented that just because the Power Plant is federally mandated to have range practice doesn’t mean they don’t have to follow the noise ordinance of Village.

Ron Kaleal stated that maybe the Plant could share the range the Sheriff uses or there is an indoor range in Perry. 

Mike Fox stated they are looking at alternative means.

Joanie Morehouse stated she is a retiree from the Power Plant and wants to thank the Plant for maintaining the security, keeping updated on training and making sure we are safe. We choose to living in North Perry and we appreciate what you are doing.     
Administrative Reports:

Finance Director

Lynn Kary stated the expenses for July totaled $95,738. Payroll for July was $57,046.

Mayor Klco reported on water line break on Center Road. Village has replaced other lines on Center Rd in the past, are we going to take responsibility for this one and what are we going to do in the future?

Dick Shreve stated a policy needs to be put in place that stops the Village’s responsibility.

Mayor Klco stated FarmAFare celebration is Thursday, August 27th at Holden Arboretum.
Mayor Klco stated he attended a meeting with Mike DeWine. The State is changing the mandatory 4 hours of police training to 11 hours next year. Lot of discussion on training procedures and policies.

Mayor Klco stated he and Lynn attended a meeting on HB 5 explaining all the changes that will affect the Village’s tax code.

Mayor Klco stated a motion is needed to enter into a contract with Woods Hole Grp as engineers on the harbor repairs. A Resolution will be prepared for September meeting.

Motion by Reichard, second by Siegel to enter into contract with Woods Hole Grp as engineer on the harbor repairs.

Jo Bailey reported July was a great month for pool. Swim lessons and Fun Day are completed. Back to school hours are on the website.
Jo Bailey reported with the lake level and the storms the beach cleanup has been very difficult.

Jo Bailey asked council to consider making Townline Park a smoke free facility.

Jo Bailey stated the Community Picnic is Saturday. She thanked the committee for their help.
Zoning Inspector
Dwayne Bailey reported we are experiencing record high lake levels which are contributing to problems for us. We are due for a bypass but due to the high lake level, weather and contractor schedule, it has taken a month for us to get scheduled. Dredging will start Monday.
Dwayne Bailey reported he completed a review with Lake County Soil and Water District on the Storm Water Prevention Plan for a Stream Location Project at the Power Plant. Both Soil and Water and the Village accepted the plan.

Village Engineer

Bill Baker reported on the Walker property; very little activity at this time.
Road Commissioner

Steve Sabol reported he has asked for quotes from three contractors for a storm sewer sinkhole and also concrete repair on Antioch and Parmly Roads. One contractor has replied, waiting on the other two.
Steve Sabol reported the old mower and an air compressor are ready to go on govdeals.com as soon as the legislation is final.
